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Synopsis

In 2030, one in three people in Japan will enter a super-aging society aged 65 and over. On the other
hand, there is the situation which the number of supporter is less than the number of elderly people.

In the field of welfare where people support people, the need for a non-contact monitoring system
that utilizes IT is expected to grow further in the future. This paper is an overview of terminals for
home-based elderly people who have difficulty using ICT (information and communication technology)
devices such as the Internet and smartphones developed by Nissin Systems Co., Ltd., and is promoted
jointly with the Kurobe City Council of Social Welfare in Toyama Prefecture. We will report on the

contents of the demonstration experiment.
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
